49 cm (Channel 39) Repeaters


In general, the 615.250 MHz output repeaters have inputs of 431.250 MHz and/or 1248 MHz and/or 1282 MHz. 615.250 MHz polarisation is the same as local UHF Broadcasts, Horizontal (H) or Vertical (V).


32 cm Repeaters


These have 23 cm inputs and are linked to a nearby parent repeater.





Naming of Repeaters and Beacons


The repeaters name is split into two parts: The name (this is normally named after the repeater’s location) and the frequency of transmission. The frequency is also split into two parts: an abbreviated version and the full transmit frequency in MHz.
